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1.  We DO NOT  need to show up with our hair combed, make up on and  wearing a clean shirt. 2. Moaning, 
groaning and complaining about aching muscles is per fectly acceptable, as is taking Motrin (or something 
stronger) prior to a ride. 3 . Helping someone on or off the horse does not mean the  rider is an invalid. It only 
means the horse got taller overnight. 4. No one will comment about how big someone's butt look s in a saddle. 5. 
Everyone will wait, patiently, while someone dismounts and adjusts equipment. Everyone will also wait, patient ly, 
until that person remounts and is ready to move on...n o matter how long that takes. 6.  When a horse is acting up 
we will accept that the horse is just having a bad hair day and it is not the rider's fault. 7.  Mentioning it is too 
hot, too dry, too humid, too wet, too buggy, etc., is co nsidered self expression, not whining. 8.  Wanting to be first, 
last, walk, or just stop does not mean the rider is a wi mp. Sometimes it is necessary to teach a horse who is in 
charge. 9.  We will take the time to discuss the important issues of  the day like who is dating who, who is cheating 
on who and any other relevant information which needs to be passed on. 10.  We will acknowledge that horses are 
very strange animals and sometimes for no reason at al l we fall off of them. If this happens to any rider th e other 
riders will ascertain that the person is okay and then not mention the incident to another living soul, especial ly 
husbands and significant others.

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PAINT HORSE HAS WORLD'S LONGEST TAIL: A Paint horse in the United States has been confirmed by the Guinness Book of World Records as having the longest 
horse's tail, at 12.5 feet (3.81 meters). The official length of JJS Summer Breeze's tail was noted in January  
by Guinness. When outside the arena, JJS Summer Breeze's tail is kept braided and covered in a white tube sock. 
But the gentle "SUMMER" is well known at EquiFest, occurring each year at the Kansas Coliseum in Wichita,  
for her long tail. The mare, now 11 years old, has been displayed there since a filly. Summer was born with a  
normal-sized tail, but at some point its growth boomed.  The extremely long mane would enter the mare's mouth  
when she ate, that's why it is partially chewed off. The mane too could be a record, but the owners barely considered  
registering the horse for her tail in the Guinness Book.  Owner Crystal Socha combs out and shampoos SUMMER'S  
tail once every two months, and the operation takes three hours. Each hair strand has the consistency of fishing line.   
"I don't think I've ever gotten every knot out of that tail. It takes a lot longer in the summer when she's flicking at flies.  
When it's out and it's flowing, then I know why it's worth it," said Crystal. The tail is braided in 10 minutes.  
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�� “CHAMPAGNE” & “SILVER” are descriptive names for two rare colorations By ANDREA CAUDILL 
The terms “CHAMPAGNE” and “SILVER” Connote rarity and value; When applied to horse, the terms tend to hold true, as these colour modifiers are 
hard to come by. Both dilution genes, they affect the appearance of pigment in the horse’s coat. Neither is an official A.Q.H.A. colour. For registration 
purposes, A.Q.H.A. has opted to use the coat colour choices already in place, and a notation of the gene can be made on the papers.

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BUBBLY: The CHAMPAGNE DILUTION is a DOMINANT MODIFIEER; it acts on both black and red-based colours and affects the appearance of the 
pigments. Red pigmentations will turn gold and black to chocolate. Other characteristics if champagne include pink, freckled skin, which is easiest to see 
on the muzzle and around the eyes and genitals. Champagnes are born with blue eyes, but by adulthood the eyes usually change to a light brown, hazel 
or green. Foals are usually born with a dark coat and lighten with age. Often, Champagnes appear to have an almost metallic sheen to their coats. Most 
horse’s hair shafts are solid, but champagne’s are translucent, giving the coat a stained-glass sheen. Depending on the base colour of the horse, the 
Champagne modification is often confused with Palominos, Buckskin and Grullo. A red horse with champagne dilution makes the horse appear to be 
golden, with the white mane & tail. A Bay horse will become a golden tan with chocolate brown points. A Brown or Black horse will become a grayish tan, 
with dark brown points. Champagne can appear in conjunction with other modifiers, such as Cream & Dun. Last year, a new dilution gene called PEARL 
was named. Its effect resembles that of Champagne. When the horse carries one copy of the gene, its coat colour is not affected, but its skin becomes 
speckled or mottled. A chestnut horse that is homozygous for the Pearl dilution will become a pale apricot colour over its body, mane and tail. If the horse 
is also heterozygous for the cream gene, it phenotypic ally can appear Cremello or Perlino. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
SHINY SILVER: SILVER DAPPLE is a DILUTION GENE that AFFECTS ONLY BLACK pigment. If a black horse has a Silver modifier, its body colour will 
range from a silvery grey to a dark chocolate. The mane and tail will be lightened but not necessarily the same colour as the body. A Bay horse with a 
silver modifier will maintain its brown body colour because silver does not affect red pigment. However, the bay horse’s points will turn a diluted colour, 
from a dark grey to pale silver. These horses can be confused with liver chestnuts with flaxen manes. They can be distinguished because they often show 
hints of sooty areas on the lower legs where black stockings would have appeared without the influence of the silver modifier. 
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Cougarand San Bar, owned by G. Scarfone in Oklahoma, carries the 
CHAMPAGNE GENE. Note the coat’s characteristic metallic shine. 

Ashwoods Angel, owned by K. Novotny in Arizona, is an extremely 
unusual colour. She is a Grullo and also carries the Champagne 
gene, which dilutes her colour
